All competitors/riders must have 3™ party insurance/public liability and submit
documentary evidence of such if required (eg BHS Gold membership).

Please note that BRC membership does NOT cover you for TSW events as we are not
affiliated to the BHS.

Riders under the age of 16 can join as part of a family and must be accompanied by a
rider aged over 16 for POR and POR training rides.

All vehicles are parked at owners’ risk.

Dogs must be kept on leads at all times. Some venues may not allow dogs; you will be
notified in advance.
